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Ponca City - Thailand Water Purification System 
Lack of clean drinking water is the main problem at many rural schools in Thailand.  Most of 
these schools have piped water but lack any purification facilities to convert it to potable 
quality .Students bring  a water bottle with them when they come to school in the morn-
ing . If a student runs out of water before the school is over , he or she will be at the mercy 
of others . The District 3330 in Thailand decided to provide a solution to this very basic 
problem , collected some funds and then requested help from the Ponca city Rotary club to 
make it a joint project  and bring it to reality . The Ponca City club rose up to the challenge 
and helped in defining the roles of the two partners and took over the responsibility for 
technical consultation  and raising additional funds from clubs in our district 5750 . The club 
also helped in preparing the application to the Rotary Foundation for additional matching 
grant funding necessary to facilitate the project .  
  
The project involves fabricating and installing units of a Water Purification System at differ-
ent schools to clean , filter and deodorize existing water supply to bring it to potable qual-
ity . Briefly , the system consists of three stainless steel tanks with interconnecting piping 
and valves . One tank contains active carbon and the other is filled with resin granules to 
treat the incoming water . The third large tank is used for storage of clean ,drinking wa-
ter .  The system is based on known technology and does not need unusual knowledge or 
skill to keep it running . It will be installed at each of the 25 schools selected by the Rotary 
clubs in the District 3330 , Thailand . Project sites  comprise the area south of Bangkok all 
the way to the border with Malaysia . 
  
To date , two school campuses have these new systems installed . After the Project is com-
plete , all 25 schools will have ample supply of drinking water . Number of students and the 
school staff benefitting from this project is approximately 7000 . 
 
Ponca City rotary club is pleased to see this joint international project coming to fruition 
and its role in providing students the very basic need of life.
